SPECIAL NOTICE

Next Sunday we have called a special church meeting to seek to
confirm a proposal put forward by the Leadership Team that we
employ a part time Children's Worker.

For some time now we have focused on opportunities for
growth linked to our vision in the particular areas of youth,
children's work and pastoral care.

We believe it's time to take the vision forward another step
and are encouraging the whole church to prayerfully consider
our proposal.

Let us share some of the background with you:

In March 2008 the Leadership Team commissioned a small
working group (Pete Downing, Jan Undritz, Dianne Otto and
David Thorpe) with the following terms of reference:

‘To consult and examine the current structure of the
childrends work in Wel!l Street
recommendations through the Leadership Team to the
church to determine the best structure to take this
important work forwards.
It will consider areas of leadership, team building,
resources, role descriptions

Whilst some of the recommendations have been progressed there
is still one vital area that has been left. All of us know that whilst
Caroline has been well supported by others working with her on

the Children's Team and in the various groups and activities,
she has been working too hard for too long. The working group
acknowledged this and made a recommendation that we could
no longer support the status quo of an unpaid position placing
as much a burden upon Caroline and her family as it does.
There has been some work to try to adjust the balances, but
really little has changed.
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The Leadership Team is unanimous in recommending to
the church that we employ Caroline on a part time basis
(approx. 15 hours a week) in a short term contract after Easter
until September of 2010.

The situation will be reviewed in July and brought back to the
church to consider whether to continue. We believe that this will
release Caroline from needing to work as much as she does and
allow a better focus on specific areas of the children's work,
particularly schools work and pastoral parental support.

We are actively pursuing external funding opportunities, and
also hope to use much of the income generated through the
Art School's use of the church.

Funding is already tight but we encourage each of you
to consider this in the context of our wider vision and our
stewardship as individuals and a church.

We believe that we have to move out in faith and will pray
that the Lord provides for such an important area of our work.

At our church meeting next Sunday after the 9.30 service
there will be a short opportunity for the whole church to
come together to discuss this.

We encourage all of you to come and share your thoughts
whether or not you are a church member.

We realise that some will not be able to join us, and suggest
that if you know that is the case then you share your
thoughts on the matter through the office so that we can
receive as much feedback as possible.

Please join us in praying about this before we discuss it together.
